Since the gradual lifting of lockdown restrictions, South
Queensferry has seen a significant increase in ‘car racing’
and late/overnight congregation at the Hawes Pier. At the
request of Police officers all ward councillors and the Roads
team agreed to close the Hawes Car Park each night until
31°t July. However, speeding on surround roads continues
and there is a lack of clarity over where roles and
responsibilities lie.
